We have numerous improvements planned based on feedback and new ideas and technologies. One of these 
areas is in our registration system.

I am pleased to announce we have a full board for the 2009 season. With some very competent new additions 
along with a strong returning group the management of the Association is in good hands. This doesn’t mean we 
are not in need of volunteers.

We have free training available through the winter and spring as well we 
are introducing a system that provides practice routines for all ages but geared especially for new coaches.

Returning coaches and parents will notice a few new changes when the season commences. Age group divisions 
are now set at U5-U7 (Micro), U8-U11 (Mini) and U12-U18 (Youth). The Mini division will see the most 
changes as we incorporate the OSA Mini rules. Included in this will be no off-sides, kick-in versus throw-in and 
max team sizes of 14. Please refer to the updated handbook for all changes for each age group.
